Readers use text features to help them understand nonfiction.
Readers use illustrations to help them understand the text.

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

How was it formed?
What did you learn about the history of the Canyon?
What would you find if you explored the Grand Canyon? 
How long does it take to get journey down to the bottom and then to the other side?

How is the North Rim different from the South Rim?
Did we find answers to our before reading questions?

Writing Connection (optional):

What did learn about the Grand Canyon that you did not know before?

Do you want to visit the Grand Canyon? What would you want to do there?
