Title: Jigsaw Jones Mystery : The Case of the Perfect Prank

Chapters 1 & 2

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)  This book takes place around April Fool’s Day. We meet Jigsaw and his friend Joey. Jigsaw is good at doing puzzles and solving cases. Joey wants to help but he doesn’t remember details very well.

*Discuss pictures (M)
p.2 Joey comes to see Jigsaw, p.7 Joey tries to remember the objects

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
Pignatlano (1),  Arctic Winter (2), Bigc Maloney (3,4) *Draw upon students’ experiences (M) Weasley twins from Harry Potter (10), Did you see any of the movies? Daniel and Nicholas, Jigsaw’s brothers, want to be pranksters just like Ron’s (from Harry Potter) brothers. What kind of pranks have you heard about?

Words/Text Layout:


*New or important words (V) Observation (8), Concentration (8), pondering (9)


*Unusual aspect of text layout (V) T-shirt (1) Hyphen in the word-, (Arctic Winter) name of the puzzle-notice the quote marks used for a title- Dash pg. 3, NO! NO! NO! (p. 5) voice in his head, else (9) italicized

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers think about the plot in the story (setting, character, problem, and solution)


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

Where did this part (chpt 1-2) of the story take place? Whom have we met so far? What is the problem in the first 2 chapters? What kid of person is Joey? What are Jigsaw’s brothers Daniel and Nicholas like?

Title: Jigsaw Jones Mystery : The Case of the Perfect Prank

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Chapters 3 & 4


Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)
In these 2 chapters Jigsaw invites 2 of his friends, Mila and Ralphie Jordan over to play Clue, but first his mom get pranked by his older brother. The he pranks his friend Mila and then gets pranked by them.





*Discuss pictures (M)
(13) Mom gets wet, Nick and Daniel’s prank, (15) Mom getting wet, (17) Jigsaw hides a whoopee cushion, (19) Mila sits on the hidden whoopee cushion. She gets very embarrassed, (21) Jigsaw’s brothers play a prank on him

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
- (p.19) Doctor Pin and the Toothaches-roack band that Nick and Daniel are watching. 


*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)- Do you know what a whoopee cushion is?  Have you ever heard one? What does it sound like?

Words/Text Layout:


*New or important words (V)- embarrassment (p.18) Niagara Falls (p.21)


*Unusual aspect of text layout (V)- AAAACK!! (p.12) high-fired (p.14) “necessary” (p.15) for a pause to emphasize something.  Bull’s eye; use of the hyphen (p.15) Ppppoooooffffttt; italicized sound effect (p.18).

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers use the illustrations to help them understand the text.


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

Do you remember what kinds of pranks happened in these two chapters?  Who gets pranked?  Who does the pranking?  Why are there so many pranks happening?  What did Joey’s mom feel about getting pranked?  What did Miles feel?  What did jigsaw feel?


Assignment:  Do you like pranks?  Tell about why or why not?  Do you like doing pranks?  Do you like being pranked?  How do you feel when you get pranked?
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Chapters 5 & 6

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)- In these two chapters Jigsaw gets a new case.  His new client Danika has a not from someone who took her cat.  Then Jigsaw asks Joey to help.

*Discuss pictures (M)- Danika is “acting weird” Jigsaw thinks- (p.36-37)

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)- Dankia starling (p.23) Fou-Fou (27)

*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)- Have you ever had to figure out a note or use a code?  Jigsaw has a few clues to work with to try to solve the case of the cat-napper.

Words/Text Layout:


*New or important words (V)- Siamese (p.28) 


*Unusual aspect of text layout (V)- THE CASE OF THE KIDNAPPED CAT (bold and capitals) (p.23)  Note (p.24) Read aloud together.  Dashes and elipses (p.26) Mila interrupts Jigsaw several times (read aloud and demonstrate) Joey’s codes trying (italicized left) LOOKS all caps for emphasis.  

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

What does Jigsaw know about his case?  How many details does he know?  Where was the note found?  What kind of cat does Danika have?  What day was the note found?  Why do you think Danika is acting weird?  Why does Mila keep interrupting Jigsaw?


Assignment:  Write about all the details (clues) Jigsaw has so far in your journals.

Title: Jigsaw Jones Mystery : The Case of the Perfect Prank 
Level: N 
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Chapters 7 & 8


Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)- In these two chapters Jigsaw begins to gather clues.  He goes to the pet store with Joey and then to Danika’s house to ask questions.  What do you predict will happen? 






*Discuss pictures (M)- (p.34) Joey in Candy store (p.42) The boys at the pet store with Jax (p.52) They visit Danika’s room for clues.

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)- Jax- (Pet store owner) (p.41) 

*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)- Have you ever checked the mail for something you were waiting for?  A card or letter perhaps?  Have you ever lost something or someone you really cared about?  How did you feel?

Words/Text Layout:


*New or important words (V)- granola (p.43)


*Unusual aspect of text layout (V)- doing date (italicized for empasis) (p.40) Read to demonstrate how Jigsaw would say it to Joey.  Elipses (for pause/emphasis) (p.41) “hippy-dippy-flower-power” type (p.41) Hypehns and quotes discuss meaning.  CRASH! BANG! SQUAWK! SQUAWK! (p.44)  Humming a tune (p.46)

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers change their predictions as they learn. New information in the text.


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

What did Jigsaw see at the pet store?  What do you think Jax was going to say before the crash?  What did Jigsaw learn at Danika’s house?  What did he see, or NOT see in her room?  Why do you think Danika’s mom was standing with her mouth open?  


Assignment:

What do you predict will happen next?
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Chapters 9 & 10


Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)- In these two chapters Jigsaw solves the mystery and learns more about his friends.  When all the “pieces come together” he remembers the details, the clues and figures out what happened.






*Discuss pictures (M)- (p.60) Jigsaw is writing some key words in his detective’s notebook. 

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)- Siamese (p.63)

*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)- Have you ever played a joke, or a prank (tricked) someone?  What did they do?  Did they get you back?

Words/Text Layout:


*New or important words (V)- fou (sa) means “fool” in French


*Unusual aspect of text layout (V)- told (p.4) italicized for emphasis (p.56) Revenge is mine? Note on (p.57) The practical thief (p.59) That’s just plain weird italicized.  Bold words (p.60) italicized (from his memory ) (p.62) 

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers infer the theme of the story.  (authors message)


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

What was the secret message?  Hidden in the note?  Who wrote the note? Was Mila trying to get Jigsaw back for his prank with the Whoppee cushion?  Did Jigsaw take the prank well? 


Assignment:

Write about tricksters you may know or a time someone tricked you?  Is tricking someone ok?  When might it not be ok to trick someone?
