What do you know about the Magic Tree House? Who are the characters?
In this story Jack and Annie will go into the book to a time in the past to a faraway place. They will travel in a magic tree house. They will learn some things about being a ninja.

· The first page of the story gives a little bit of what is going to happen in the story. Why do you think the author does this? 
· Then on page 1 there is a prologue. A prologue introduces the story and tells things that happen before the story begins.

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Readers think about (infer) character traits in a story. (They infer things about the characters that aren’t said plainly in the text.)

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

· What do you know about Jack and Annie from these chapters? (Ask students to read you the section that supports their answer.)

· What do you know about Morgan le Fay? (Ask students to read you the section that supports their answer.)

· I’m wondering about the mouse. What do you think about the mouse?

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Imagine that you are Jack or Annie. Create a picture in your mind as you read.


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

· What happened in these chapters?

· Which part can you imagine easiest? 

· What has Jack written down so far? (students find pages 16, 31)

· What do you think the ninjas want with the kids?
