Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

Do any of you want to be a teacher when you grow up?  What kind of teacher do you want to be?  What do you want to teach?  This book today is going to tell us different kinds of things that you can teach someone.  You don’t have to be a teacher to teach someone a new skill.  Let’s take a look at the glossary to see some of the words we may need to know in our reading today.  (Go over the words in the glossary.  The only one you should encounter today is skill.  However, the students will need the rest of the words for tomorrow, so go ahead and review them today.

**Students think of new ways to use the information that they have read.  (How does teaching someone a new skill apply to them?)


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text, or you may choose to listen to a few whisper read the text.  While students are silently reading, you can listen to individual students read part of the story.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to teaching point and/or comprehension strategy

1. How does teaching someone a new skill apply to you?  

2. What kinds of things can some of you teach someone?


Writing:

Each students needs to create a list in their journal of skills that they can teach someone.  Allow them to go back to the story for ideas if necessary, but encourage them to think about skills that they have that they can teach someone.

Review some of the things that the students wrote in their journals yesterday that they can teach.  Today we are going to learn about some of the qualities a good teacher has. After Reading:  (8-10 min.)

-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to teaching point and/or comprehension strategy

1. Have any of you ever had a teacher that you really liked?  

2. Why did you like him/her?

3. What are some qualities that YOU have that would help you be a good teacher?


Writing:

Have students look at the list they created yesterday.  Now have them list some qualities that they will need to have to be able to teach some of these skills to someone else.

OR

Have students write about their favorite teacher, why that person is their favorite teacher, and some qualities that he/she had that made him/her a good teacher.
