Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)




*Discuss pictures (M)

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
 
*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)

This is a fiction piece of text about the story of a group of young boys playing basketball. In this book, you will learn the story of a pick up basketball game and the different words yelled during the game. The boy, James, ends up playing with his older brother, and by reading the story you will see what he learns about a pick-up game of basketball.
Words/Text Layout:


*New or important words (V) – asphalt (p.10) rebounds (p. 14) 

*Unusual aspect of text layout (V) – several words are made bigger and in different colors for emphasis
Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers think about the plot of the story. (setting, characters, problem, solution) 

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)
Teaching point: What are the different characters and what setting are they in? What is the problem in the story? 

What kind of solutions did the characters come up with for the different problems? 

Why wasn’t James included in the game at first? How would you feel if you had to sit and watch on the sidelines rather than play?

What kind of main idea was seen in this story?

Writing Connection (optional): Put yourself in James’ shoes. How do you think that you would feel if you were playing with kids older than you?
