Guided Reading Lesson Plan (Levels M-Z)


Title:  Summer Reading is Killing Me by Jon Scieszka (Ch. 1&2)   Level:  30/N   ISBN:  0-14-240115-3

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)




*Discuss picture (M)

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
 
*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)

· Read the summary from the back of the book together.  Direct the students to find a summary on a book.  When they are choosing for themselves, it will give them an idea of their interest in the book.  They can also read a blurb from part of the book right inside the front cover.  Tell them that Hoboken is in New Jersey.
· Read:  “Summer can be a real killer…Joe, Sam, and Fred just want a relaxing summer. But when Fred accidentally places their summer reading list inside The Book, the guys find themselves trapped in Hoboken while villains from children’s classics run amok!  The intrepid trio must find The Book before the Headless Horseman, Long John Silver, and a dastardly Mr. (Teddy) Bear do away with the heroes of their stories.  Will the gang be in time to keep Alice in Wonderland from becoming (horrors!) Frankenstein in Wonderland?”
Text Layout/Words:


*New or important words (V)

Chapter 1:  intrepid (back cover), a la mode (p. 2), deja` vu (p. 2), fowl (p. 4), megaphone (p. 4)

Chapter 2:  Longfellows--poets (p. 8)
*Unusual aspect of text layout (V)  

· Point out that this series of books starts in the middle of a problem and then flashes back to the beginning and the author shows you how they came to that point in the story.  These books are about warping in and out of different time periods in history.
· Also, point out the difference in writing in Chapter 2.  Now the storyteller, Joe, is talking directly to the reader (an aside) to explain how this all started.  Then, it jumps back into dialogue on p. 8.

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or Comprehension Strategy: 
    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
Readers think about the plot of the story.  As you read today, think about the characters, the setting, the problem the characters may encounter, and then you will be looking for the solution as you continue to read the book.

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text, or you may choose to listen to a few whisper read the text.  While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students.

*Have the students put a sticky note beside any word they may not know, or write it in their journal.
After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story


-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to teaching point and/or comprehension strategy
