Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)

Yesterday, we learned that the Time Warp Trio was warped into Hoboken and found themselves in the middle of many story characters because they accidentally put their summer reading list into The Book.  As we left them at the end of Chapter 4, they knew they needed to find The Book.  They were wondering where they should look and Joe looked up at a spider web and thought he knew the answer.  As you read today, find out if the place to look for The Book is actually the library.

*Unusual aspect of text layout (V)  

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or Comprehension Strategy: 
    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
Readers make connections from text to text.  As you read today, think about the additional story characters you meet.  Which stories or characters do you know from other stories that you have read?

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text, or you may choose to listen to a few whisper read the text.  While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students.

*Have the students put a sticky note beside any word they may not know, or write it in their journal.
After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story


-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to teaching point and/or comprehension strategy
