Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)




*Discuss pictures (M)

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
 
*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)

Tell students to use the title/cover illustration to predict what the text will be about. Ask them what the favorite soup is and what ingredients are in it. List the ingredients. 
Discuss comp. skill….fact/opinion

Explain that a fact is what is true and an opinion is what someone thins or believes. Tell them opinions are often introduced by signal words such as believe and think. Explain they will be looking for facts and opinions as they rea

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers make connections. 

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

Who is the main character in the story? How did they describe him in the beginning? Who says Tom’s soup is best in town? How does Tom remember his recipe? 
Why was the old man peering through the window?

Write these sentences on the board. Discuss which ones is fact/opinion.

The fridge will keep them fresh.
I’m sure that’s just perfect.

I believe they are the crunchiest.

These vegetables are freshly picked.
I think my recipe is the best.

Tom is ready to serve the soup.

That smells lovely.  
Tom puts on his helmet.
