Do any of you like the sound of guitar music?  Is there anyone here who would like to learn how to play the guitar?  Today we’ll begin reading an interesting book about the history of guitars.  In today’s lesson we’ll read about the early and modern types of guitars.  Let’s take a look at the table of contents on page 1.  I’d like you to read Guitar Music, Early Guitars, and Modern Guitars today.  While we take a quick picture walk through those pages, let’s pay close attention to the text features (pictures, captions, bold words, labels).
