Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

In this story, Ling and Chen go on a train ride with their grandfather, Hu.  Hu used to work on the railroad, building the railroad.  While on their trip, the train’s roof caves in, and this begins an adventure that the kids aren’t sure they’ll like.  
Let’s look at the pictures to see what we find out from them.  Look at page 11, what do you think happened to the train driver?  

Have any of you ever been in an accident?  What happened?  Were you hurt?  

Text Layout/Words:

p. 2: carriage—a train car that passengers ride in.

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or Comprehension Strategy: 
Readers think about the plot of the story. (setting, characters, problem, solution)

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text, or you may choose to listen to a few whisper read the text.  
After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story


-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to teaching point and/or comprehension strategy


            Discuss the plot of the story:  setting, characters, problem, solution.

1. What has happened so far?
2. How do you think Ling and Chen feel right now?  Why?  

3. Have you ever felt this way during a scary situation? (Connect the book to their own lives)
