Guided Reading Lesson Plan (Levels M-Z)

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)




*Discuss pictures (M)

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
 
*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)

Today we will read the first half Borreguita and the Coyote. This is a tale from Mexico. By looking at the cover what do you think this book is going to be about? Borreguita is a clever lamb. She plays many tricks on the hungry coyote. Turn the first page of your book. The author helps us with some Spanish words. Let’s read them together. Today you will read pages 1-13. Pay attention to how Borreguita tricks the coyote. 

Words/Text Layout:

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers think about the characters in the text. Today as you read, pay attention to the main characters. How would you describe them? 


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

Let’s talk about the main characters. How would you describe them? Why? 

What did the coyote want to do to Borreguita? Let’s talk about how Borreguita was able to outwit (trick) the coyote… 

Turn to page 7. What was really in the water?  Who do you think is the strongest character in the story so far?


Assignment: Read pages 1-13. Write down how you would describe the main characters.

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

Let’s talk about the main ideas in the story. What is the setting? Let’s talk about the problem and how it was solved in the story. 

I think the theme of the story is that “Size doesn’t always matter.” I am wondering what details from the text support this. 


Assignment: Finish the book. Write down the problem and solution.
