Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M) Today we will be reading chapter one of this book.  The boy’s name in the book is David Bernstein.  He feels like there are too many boys named David so he changes his name to Ali Baba.  You are going to read to find out how he convinces people to call him Ali Baba.

*Discuss pictures (M)  there is a picture on page 4.  What can you learn by looking at this picture?

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
 Mrs. Booxbaum, Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart, Manhattan, Arabian Nights, Vasco De Gama

*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)  Have you ever not liked your name?  Can you relate to David in this book?  Would you ever want to change your name?  Would you want to change it to Ali Baba?

*New or important words (V)  pizzazz

*Unusual aspect of text layout (V) This chapter has a lot of talking in it between David and his teacher.
Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
While you read think about how you can summarize how David felt about his name.

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)

-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives

*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)  Have you ever been to a big city?  Have you ever ridden a subway, taxi, or city bus?  In this chapter you will read about Ali Baba riding a subway.

*Discuss pictures (M)  Picture on page 33.  What can you tell by looking at this picture?

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
 Woody Allen, Lulu, Eddie Whitestone, Monopoly, Sinbad
*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)  Have you ever been over to a friend’s house? Did they have different rules than your parents?   
Words/Text Layout:


*New or important words (V)  innocent, suspicious, nudged, hunch, muffler, applause

*Unusual aspect of text layout (V) This chapter is a mystery.
Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance.

While you read see if you can figure out the mystery.  See if you can solve it before Ali Baba and Roger do.  Think about what clues there were to solve it.

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)

-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives
