Teaching Point: Readers revise predictions as they learn about new events in the text.

This book is called Who Would Win? Lion Vs. Tiger. It is a mix between a fictional story and a nonfiction text. Have you read any who would win books before? This book asks the question, "If a male lion and male tiger fought in the wild who would win?" Then it gives you facts about each animal. At the end of the book, you will read a short fictional story about a fight between the two animals. Before you read let's talk about some things you might already know about these animals. We are going to list some facts you already know and some questions you may have. After we have read the entire book, we will make a list of some facts that we learned. (K-W-L chart) 


This week we are going to work on forming predictions and revising predictions as we gain more information. What does forming a prediction mean? (making a guess about what will happen) Who do you think will win? What makes you say that? As you read I want you to think about if you still think you are right or does the new information change your mind?

After Reading:  (8-10 min.)
Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)
Discussion Questions
· What are some facts that you learned while reading? 

· Were any of your questions answered yet? 

· Were any of the things you already knew confirmed in your reading? 

· What facts did you find most interesting? 

· Let's talk about your predictions. Who did you think would win before you started reading? Why did you think that? Do you still think it would win or have you changed your mind? What changed your mind/why do you still think you are right? 


Writing Connection:
Write a prediction: If a lion and tiger  fought, who would win? Why do you think that?

Review facts from yesterday. What did you learn? What did you find interesting? We are reading to find out who will win in a fight between a lion and tiger. What were your predictions from yesterday? What did you read that made you think that?

Sometimes as readers we make a guess about what will happen then when we get new information, we revise our guess. Today as you read you will gain new information about each animal. You will read about their size, speed, claws and teeth, and how they hunt. Use the added text boxes, diagrams, pictures, etc. to compare and contrast the two animals. All of this information will help you as you think about your prediction.

Discussion Questions
· Who won the fight? What features did the lion have that helped it win? 

· Was your original prediction correct? Did you ever have to change your thinking as you read? What information changed your mind? 
· Turn to the checklist at the end of the book. Let's talk about each of these categories (speed, size, intelligence etc). Which animal wins each of these categories? Where did you find that information? (i.e. Tiger has more intelligence. The book said lions are not considered very smart. )

· At the end of the book, the author asks a question. What is the question? Why do you think he ended the book with that question? What do you think the answer to that question might be?

Who won the fight? What features did he have that helped him win?
