Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)




*Discuss pictures (M)

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
 
*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)

Have you ever been in the woods, camping or near the mountains?  Share that experience.

Today we are going to read story about a young girl named Aani who lives in the Himalayas (explain what and where).  She is taking a break near the trees when she hears awful noises.  She soon realizes that it is the noise of the men from the city cutting down the trees in her village.  Read this story to find out what happens to Aani and the tree.

Indian village: Indian names –Aani (main character), Kalawati pg. 9

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Good readers pay attention to the illustrations. The illustrations help them understand the story better. Today as you read, use the illustrations to help guide your understanding of the story.


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

Were there any confusing parts in the story?  Were there any parts that you did not understand?

How did the pictures help you understand the story?  

What happened to the trees at the end of the story?

What would you do if someone tried to destroy or take away something that you loved?


Assignment: (optional)

Write a letter to a logger convincing them why they should not cut down so many trees.  What alternative actions could the loggers take?
