Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

Today we are going to start a book called, A to Z China. We are going to learn about China while traveling through the alphabet. Open your books to the table of contents and I will show you what I mean. The table of contents is a text feature that the author uses to show you the titles of the different chapters in a book. If we look at the titles of chapters in this book we will notice a pattern. What pattern do you notice? (each chapter starts with the next letter of the alphabet) In this book we will learn a lot of facts about China. Most of what we will read will be new information to us. The author structured this book in the form of an alphabet book. We will notice that most of the chapters will be describing something about China. Therefore, we could say that text structure of this book is description.
Words/Text Layout:

· New or important words (V)

· Unusual aspect of text layout (V) You will notice while you read that the author bolded some important vocabulary words. When you come to a bolded word you can turn to the glossary to figure out what that word means. Let’s practice using the word emperors on page 6. (Show students how you would turn to the glossary and read the definition.) I want you to use the glossary when you come to these bolded words in the text. I will be watching to ensure that you are using this very important text feature. 
Intentional Teaching Point (refer to flip chart): 

Readers use text structure to help them understand nonfiction.  As we read this description text today, I want us to pay attention to what the author is describing. What do we learn about while we read? I want you to mark your favorite chapter while you read today and be able to tell us what the author is describing. 

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding 

and provide specific feedback.

After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives

- As you read, were there any confusing parts?  If so, what?  Let’s take a look together.

- Find a picture and a caption that you found interesting.  Show it to the group.  Read the caption.

- How is China the same as the United States? 


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

-What was the most interesting thing you learned today about China?  Share with the group. What chapter did you mark? What was the author trying to describe?
