Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)




*Discuss picture (M)

***You could break this into two days—p. 120-132 (stop at the top with “…on a hard folding chair.”), and then p. 132-147. 
Chapter five ended with Ellen slapping Austine in the face.    Ellen really wants Austine to make the first move and she is trying to encourage that.  There is going to be a dramatic presentation that Ellen wants to participate in so that she can be with Austine.  Will that happen?  Will they remain friends?  As you read find out what happens to these two “best friends.”

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or Comprehension Strategy:

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text, or you may choose to listen to a few whisper read the text.  While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students.  
*Write any words you don’t know in your journal, or put a sticky note beside them.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story


-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to teaching point and/or comprehension strategy
