Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)




*Discuss picture (M)

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
 
*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)

In chapter six, we learned that Ellen blamed Austine for untying her sash when actually it was Otis that did it.  Remember that Ellen spun around and accidentally slapped Ellen in the face.  That seemed to be the end of their friendship.  Then during the play when Ellen was pushed out onto the stage at the wrong time and could not see, Austine helped her off the stage without realizing it was Ellen.  She had hoped they were friends again, but then overheard Austine’s conversation with Linda saying that Otis was to blame for the untying and Austine was upset that she had to take the blame.  Ellen now knows that she should be the first to say she is sorry.  What do you think will happen in this last chapter of the book?  Will the girls ever be friends again?

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or Comprehension Strategy: 
    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
Good readers make inferences to predict what might happen next.  What do you think will happen in this chapter?

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text, or you may choose to listen to a few whisper read the text.  While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students.  
*Write any words you don’t know in your journal, or put a sticky note beside them.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story


-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to teaching point and/or comprehension strategy

Let’s talk about chapter seven.  What happens in this chapter?
Who did Ellen ask to find the truth about the sash untying?  Did she get the truth?
What happened that made the two girls face one another?

What did Ellen do as they were cleaning erasers?  What happens after that?

Did either girl apologize?
What happened to make the girls laugh?
How does the story end?
