Book Introduction:  Look at the title and pictures on the front cover.  What do you think this book will be about?  Discuss.  Read the back cover of the book together.  What information did we get from this summary?  Discuss.  How would you describe Encyclopedia Brown from what we just read?  Use details from the text to support your answer.
The Case of the Stolen Money:  Encyclopedia Brown’s father comes home from work and asks him to help him solve a case that his friend in Canada told him about.  The case involves $10,000 that was stolen from a man’s house.  Read to find out how he solves the case.
