Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

Day 1 – 

Build schema- How much is $100 really worth? What kinds of things could you buy for $100? 
We will be reading about three children who enter a contest which has a $100 prize. In order to make good spending decisions, they decide to each interview someone on how they would spend their $100.
Today we will read pages 1 -21
Words/Text Layout:


*New or important words (V) estimate (2), interview (4), deposit (9), withdraw (10), interest (10)

*Unusual aspect of text layout (V)

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Good readers use text features to help them understand non-fiction. Be sure to read all charts and captions, they offer important information.

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

Tell me about the contest…(They will explain the contest… guess how many screws are on the play ground and in a prize)  What is the prize? ($100) What do they decide to do to help them make good spending decisions? (interview other people about spending $100)  Who did Tim interview and what is her job? (He interviewed Mrs. Jones and she is the bank manager) We learned about bank accounts today… why does Mrs. Jones suggest putting money into the bank? (They will earn interest on the money they have in the bank) Who did Linda interview and what is her job? (She interviewed her sister who is a newspaper carrier) What things does she want to spend her money on? (They will find this info on the chart in the story – CDs, Robot Dog, cell phone, and new bike) Which is the best choice? (Discuss which they think is best and why)

Writing Connection:
Do you think that the newspaper carrier is making the best choice to save up for the bicycle? Tell me why or why not.

Day 2 – 

Yesterday we read two interviews about how people would chose to spend $100. What did both people interviewed say that they would do with their money? (Put into the bank to save and earn interest) Today we will read the final interview and also will learn who won the contest and how they decided to spend their winnings! Let’s make some predictions… who do you think won the contest?
Today we will read pages 22 - end

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Good readers make connections. In journal today, make a text to self connection about how you would spend the $100.


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

Who did Mark interview and what does she do to help manage money? (He interview his mother. She makes a budget) Using the chart on page 22, how much is spent in Mark’s household on food each month? On the house payment? On Savings? (Have students answering using the chart as reference) What did Mark and his mother do to help him manage his money? (They made him a chart showing his spending)  What did each child say they would do if they won the money? (Linda – save money in the bank to buy a computer. Mark – save money for a guitar. Tim – save money for skateboard and do things for neighbors to earn the rest) Who won the contest and how did they spend the money? (Their teacher won and she donated the money to the library so they could order new books) Was anyone’s predictions correct?

Writing Connection:

How would you spend $100? Think about the value of $100 and what it would actually buy… If you want something that costs more than $100, what would you do in order to have enough to purchase item?
