Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)




*Discuss picture (M)

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
 
*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)

This is a story that is loosely based on history.  In the middle of Christmas night, 1776, General George Washington bravely led his American Colonial troops across the Delaware River to New Jersey.  There, the Americans battled the British and won.  In this story, the Time Warp Trio—Sam, Fred, and Joe—are on that boat ride.  They were brought there by The Book.  They travel back in a time warp to the 1700s.  It takes the friends out of Brooklyn, New York to Colonial times.  They are also joined by Sam’s great-granddaughter, Samantha, from one hundred years into the future and her robotic cat, Rivets.
Text Layout/Words:  *New or important words (V)

Chapter 3:  Hessians (p. 13), desperate (p. 14) 
Chapter 4:  gadgets (p. 18), hogwash (p. 18) 

*Unusual aspect of text layout (V) Show students a painting of Washington Crossing the Delaware.
Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or Comprehension Strategy: 
    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
*Good readers ask questions as they read over several days.  They figure out the plot of the story (setting, characters, problem, solution).  Ask yourself “What is the plot of this story?”

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text, or you may choose to listen to a few whisper read the text.  While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story


-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to teaching point and/or comprehension strategy

Chapter 3:  
What did the soldiers think about Fred, Joe, and Samantha?

Why does Samantha look into her glasses lens?


What kind of information is she trying to find?

Chapter 4:
Who did Samantha want to show files on her glasses?


Will she be showing General Washington the files?



What do you predict will happen next?


Assignment:  Continue to chart the plot—setting, characters (so far), problem, solution.  This would be added to as you go in the student journal.  Students could also write their prediction of what happens next.
