Chapters 1-3

This book is about two kittens named Kikki and Toby. They live in a barn with their brothers and sisters where their mother teaches them how to catch their own food and stay away from danger. One day, their mother tells them that they must move out and go on their own. Kikki and Toby are terrified to leave their mother’s home but something unexpected happens to them. Let’s read and find out.

-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to teaching point and/or comprehension strategy

· What characters have we met in the story? What do we know about them?

· What is the problem Kikki is now facing?

· Think about how their mother taught them to survive. What skills do out parents teach us to help us survive?

· What do you think will happen next? Do you think Kikki will see her brother again?

Chapters 4-6

In the next few chapters, Kikki starts to learn about her new home. Toby and Kikki quickly learn that there are house rules that they must follow or else they will get into trouble. While you read, pay attention to how Kikki describes objects in the house and why it seems different. Let’s read and find out what happens.

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers summarize the text and share their thinking in writing.

Students silently read the text, or you may choose to listen to a few whisper read the text.  While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to teaching point and/or comprehension strategy

· What happened that helped Kikki feel more comfortable in the house?

· What rules did they learn needed to be obeyed? Why do you think the “people things” would make those rules?

· Why does Kikki describe objects around the house rather than just saying its name? 

· What did Toby do at the end of Chapter 6? What was the consequence?

· Now that they’re exploring the outside, what trouble do you think they will find? 

· Who do you think is Butch? What gives you that idea?

Chapters 7 - 9

Chapters 10 and 11

In the last chapters, the two kittens start to play Snot Stew and Kikki quickly realizes that she does not like this game at all. Eventually, after Kikki had enough of playing Snot Stew they get into a terrible fight which gets them thrown out of the house. Toby then decides to taunt Butch like he usually does, but something goes terribly wrong.
