Title: Time Warp Trio: Knights of the Kitchen Table        Level: P      ISBN:  0-14-240043-2     Chapters 1 & 2

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

Read the summary on the back of the book together:

*“Camelot never had knights like these!  How did Joe, Fred, and Sam end up in King Arthur’s court?  It all started with The Book, a present from Joe’s magician uncle.  One minute they were looking at pictures of knight in The Book—and the next minute they are knights, battling fire-breathing dragons and gross-smelling giants!  Can the Time Warp Trio escape death and destruction—and make it back to the twentieth century in time for lunch?”  Read to find out what happens to the boys in the first two chapters.

*Readers think about the plot of the story.  (setting, characters, problem, solution)

*In chapters five and six the Time Warp Trio is taken back to Camelot.  There they meet Merlin the Magician and Queen Guenevere.  The crowd is in awe of them because they think the boys are “enchanters” like Merlin.  There they also meet another part of the kingdom.  Read on to find out who or what they meet.

*In chapters nine and ten we find out how the story ends.  As you read find out what happened as King Arthur was making the trio Knights of the Round Table.  Find out what Merlin did during the ceremony and what happens to the trio.

Text Layout/Words:

Chapter 9:  dub (p. 49), staggered (p. 49), mail—armor made of metal links or plates (p. 49)


*Unusual aspect of text layout (V)

Point out the ellipses on p. 53.  They convey to the reader that this is continuing from a previous time.  It is showing the reader that the boys are back in the present time and everything between Chapter 2 and Chapter 10 is the time warp.

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

*Good readers summarize what they read and infer meaning from the text.

Students silently read the text, or you may choose to listen to a few whisper read the text.  While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students.
