DAY ONE 

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

This book is called “Grandpa’s Face.” It is about a girl named Tamika. She has a special Grandpa. Do you have a special relative? How does it feel to be around that relative? Tamika’s Grandpa is an actor. He loves to perform and rehearse for plays. Today, you will read the first half of the book. In the first half of the story, something scares Tamika and she does a few naughty things to show her parents and Grandpa how upset she is. Stop after you read the page with the spilled drink on the table.

*New or important words (V) rehearsing (page Tamika is peeking through the door)

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers think about the characters and how they feel. Pay attention to how Tamika is feeling throughout the story today. 

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text, or you may choose to listen to a few whisper read the text.  While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to teaching point and/or comprehension strategy

Let’s talk about what scared Tamika. What things did she do at the dinner table to show everyone she was upset? How was she feeling in the story? What evidence from the story made you think this?

Written Response (optional): 

Write about how Tamika felt in the first half of the story. Use evidence from the text.

Students silently read the text, or you may choose to listen to a few whisper read the text.  While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to teaching point and/or comprehension strategy

Let’s talk about what happened while Grandpa and Tamika walked in the park. What did they talk about? What are you inferring about the theme of this story? Turn to page that made you think that.
