      DAY ONE (pgs. 2-7)

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

Book Introduction: This book is titled Shipwreck in the South China Sea. This book gives important detailed information about a shipwreck in the South China Sea. It includes fascinating information about the ship and also ties well into other content areas such as social studies as it discusses latitude/longitude, geography, etc.  This book is a nonfiction book; therefore, special attention needs to be given to text features such as the index, glossary, bolded words, photographs, and captions. 

Pages 2-7:  Have the students view the table of contents at the front of the book and discuss why this text feature is important in nonfiction books. Have the students do a picture walk through the book and have them discuss what they think that they book is going to be about. Have the students share what they already know about shipwrecks to build upon their background knowledge. Explain to the students that today they will be making an FQR chart. This chart will help with all the information that they will be learning. As the students read, they need to write down three facts that they learned, a few questions, and responses. 

In this section of text, 1,600 people were aboard the Chinese Junk and were emigrating to the island of Java as they were unable to find jobs in China. A Chinese Junk is a ship that carries people and goods over the ocean or sea. This particular Chinese Junk that was loaded was named Tek Sing and crashed into a group of rocks hidden below the water. An hour after the crash, the Tek Sing turned back upright and then sank slowly into the sea and never rose again. 
Words/Text Layout:

*Unusual aspect of text layout (V) In this nonfiction text the focus is on bolded words. Bolded words are terms that students need to focus on in order to properly understand the text. If they are uncertain of the meanings of those words they can look in the glossary for the definitions. 

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers stop and think as they read nonfiction. Today as you read, stop and think. Use your FQR chart to write down important facts, questions and responses you have. We will then share. 


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text from page 2-7. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

Let’s look at your FQR charts and talk about them together.  One-thing readers do when they read a lot of information is they go back and reread. Let’s reread page 2-3. “Why do people immigrate to other countries?” “What is a junk?”

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      DAY TWO (pgs. 8-13)

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

Pages 8-13: Review topics and questions that were read about from pages 2-7 of the book.  Play a Question/Review game with the students where each child writes down a question that they know the answer to from the book and have them ask a partner their question. Today the students will be reading pages 8-13 of the text. Take a picture walk to see what new topics are going to be covered in this section of the text. In this section of the text, the author discusses the process of getting the Tek Sing ready to depart for this trip to the island of Java. First porcelain objects were packed followed by bamboo canes, umbrellas, and other items that wouldn’t be ruined by the salt water. Additionally, the author addresses how the Tek Sing’s course was so long so the Captain changed the course of the trip following latitude and longitude lines. 
Words/Text Layout:

*Unusual aspect of text layout (V) In this nonfiction text the focus is on bolded words. Bolded words are terms that students need to focus on in order to properly understand the text. If they are uncertain of the meanings of those words they can look in the glossary for the definitions.

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
Readers often connect with the text that they are reading.  As a students reads, they need to relate the information to events that they have experienced in their lives.  They need to write a paragraph discussing these events.


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text from pages 8-13. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to building upon the readers’ background knowledge

Have students discuss latitude and longitude. Give students an atlas and have them practice finding places on the map using coordinates. 
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      DAY THREE (pgs. 14-19)

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

Pages 14-19: Review the topics that have been discussed in the book thus far by having students pair up with a partner and answer the question, “I have been the most intrigued by…” After students are finished sharing with their partners what has intrigued them most about the text so far lead a short whole group discussion. In today’s section of the text, the author discusses different methods that the Captain used to determine the direction of the ship’s course. By night, the sailors used the stars to see which direction the ship was going. They looked at a star map with all of the night sky above them with the stars on their map and the sailors could tell where they were. During the day the sailors couldn’t see the stars. They used a compass to guide their way which is an iron needle that had been turned into a magnet which floated in water inside the compass and pointed out directions.

*Unusual aspect of text layout (V) There are a great number of captions along with the photographs in this section of text. Students need to pay particular attention to these captions as they can learn a great deal of information from them. 

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

In reading it is extremely important to determine important events. Have the students make a short list of the important events that occurred in this section of the text. 


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text from pages 14-19. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

Have students sit in a circle and each student needs to share something that they learned from this section of the text. After one student shares the next student needs to add onto what he/she said. When the entire group has shared the students need to write a paragraph in their readers’ notebooks about a connection that they made in the section of text. Finally, have the students share their connection and details with a partner. 
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      DAY FOUR (pgs. 20-25)

Pages 20-25: Review the story up until this point discussing the major events of the story. In this section of text, the author shares information about how out of the 2,000 people who were thrown from the Tek Sing Captain Pearl was able to save 190 of their lives. One hundred eighty were people whom he took with him to Borneo where he left them. Ten were traders and shopkeepers who stayed on board the Indiana with Captain Pearl and his crew. Over 150 years later a ship named the Restless M. sailed the waters near Gaspar Island looking for shipwrecks and found huge quantities of porcelain from the shipwrecks.

*Unusual aspect of text layout (V) There are a great number of captions along with the photographs in this section of text. Students need to pay particular attention to these captions as they can learn a great deal of information from them. 

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Students need to determine the important events from the story by creating a timeline of the events that have occurred in the text thus far. Once they are finished reading the book tomorrow they can add anything to the timeline that may have happened in the final pages of the book. 

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text from pages 20-25. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

Once the students are finished reading this section of the text they need to individually create a timeline of the events that have occurred in this book. 
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      DAY FIVE (pgs. 26-31)

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)

Pages 26-31: Review the story up until this point and explain that today we will finish reading the story. Remind the students that this is a nonfiction text; therefore, this information is based off of actual events from our history. Encourage the students to learn more information about this time period that they can share with the class at a later date. In this final section of text, the author explains how the discovery of the Tek Sing helps us better understand Chinese history. Some of the treasures found in it were goods to sell, while others belonged to its passengers. However, all of these treasures can tell us about past Chinese life. These items found on board can be studied to discover what goods the Chinese people traded with and to better understand what was valued by Chinese people in that era. 
Words/Text Layout:

*Unusual aspect of text layout (V) There are a great number of captions along with the photographs in this section of text. Students need to pay particular attention to these captions as they can learn a great deal of information from them. 

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Summarizations are essential to the comprehension of reading. Discuss with the students the importance of summarizing their reading using words such as First, Then, Next, and Last. After the students are finished reading the book have them write a summary of the book to demonstrate their comprehension.

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text from pages 26-31. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

Once the students are finished reading the text, have them write a summary of the book in their readers’ notebooks using words such as First, Next, Then, and Last. Students need to include as much detail as possible in their summaries and then share their summaries with their groups at the end of the reading/writing time block.
