Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)




*Discuss picture (M)

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
 
*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)

This is a story about Rachel and a dog she discovers in a junkyard.  She befriends the dog and names him Prince.  The dog is teased by a teenager and abandoned by his owners leaving him to starve in the junkyard.  
As you read chapters 4 through 6, find out how Prince takes care of Rachel and think about:
· Who is telling the story?
· What does the author infer about each character in this half of the story?
Text Layout/Words:


*New or important words (V)    frothy (p. 25), bronchitis (p. 30)

*Unusual aspect of text layout (V)

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or Comprehension Strategy: 
    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Good readers think about a character’s thoughts and feelings as they read.  As you read today, think about what the author infers about the three main characters without telling you in the text exactly how they think and feel.

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text, or you may choose to listen to a few whisper read the text.  While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story


-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to teaching point and/or comprehension strategy

· What did you learn about each character in this part of the book?  
· What do they think?  
· How do they feel?  
· What makes you think that?
· How did the character of Stewart change throughout this book?
