Day 1: Applause pages 3-11
 Have you ever been in the newspaper? What were you in the newspaper for? What types of things are people put in the newspaper for? We meet the Callahan family. Each member of the family is always in the newspaper for something they are good at, everyone except Case.  Case is determined to live up to the family name and to be good enough at something to be recognized for it. He wants to be a winner.
