Day 1: pages 1-10

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)




*Discuss pictures (M)

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)

Today’s story is about a man who goes to Papua New Guinea to help publish books for schools.  He hopes to collect stories of the local people and publish them into books for the children.  His experiences in Papua New Guinea allow him to learn about the culture of the people and the roughness of the terrain.  Read to learn more of the author’s adventures.

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.

-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives
