Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

Today, we will be reading the article Wheeling Around by Sarah Wilson from the book Getting Around.  This book talks about different modes of transportation.  Remind me what transportation means again? Yes, it’s how we get from place to place.  I bet the main mode of transportation you use is a car.  Have you ever wondered how we invented cars?  Or maybe how people used to get around before we invented them?  Well, that’s what we are going to learn about today!  The article we are reading today traces the development of the first vehicles all the way to the cars we have today.  Now, you have seen timelines before; so you know how they work.  Remember?  You read them left to right, from the earliest date to the present time.  But what we are going to focus on today is how readers not only read the text boxes from left to right but also how they connect the details as they read the whole timeline so that they can see the big picture.

Now, there are 3 words that are used a lot in this article that it is really important to understand.  They are “chariot” (pg 2), “carriage” (pg 3), and “coach” (pg 2).  Let’s look at pages 2-3 to see if we can figure out exactly what they mean.  (A chariot usually has 2 wheels, holds 1 person and is used for battle. Coaches and carriages usually have 4 wheels and are used for civilian affairs.)  CONTEXT CLUE (for “coach”): What kind of “coach” do you think this article is talking about? A sports coach? Or something else?  What clues in the text lead you to that conclusion?
Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers connect the details between text boxes when they follow timelines so that they can see the big picture.

(Readers use text features to help them understand nonfiction.)


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives

· TEACHING POINT SKILL: Let’s trace the development of vehicles over time in specific areas: 1) their structure/shape (frames, wheels, devices, design, etc) 2) what they were used for (war, trade, travel, leisure, etc.) 3) how they were powered (horses, oxen, gasoline, electricity, solar power)
· INFERENCE: Find one invention that lead to a later invention in the development of vehicles.

*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

Today, we will be reading the short story The Solar System by John Lockyer from the book Getting Around.  This story, like yesterday’s, talks about transportation.  BUT…this story is fiction and this story describes what travel might be like in the future.   Have you ever wondered how we might get around a hundred, or even five hundred years from now?!? I mean, imagine what it would be like if we could take a spaceship to the moon and back, just like we would take the bus to school!  Pretty crazy, right?  Pretty cool, if you’d ask me.  Well, that’s what happens in this story.  A girl named Keifer is traveling from the moon and back when their spaceship encounters some trouble in space.  What trouble is it?  Take a guess because, actually, today we are going to be focusing on the reading skill of making predictions.  You see, readers don’t just make predictions, but readers revise their predictions as they learn about new events in the text.  So, I have some key spots in the story listed out for you and what I want you to do is to stop at these parts and then write down your predictions and your reasons for them.  Then as you keep reading, I want you to look to see if your predictions are right or not.  If something happens that changes your mind, I want you to go back and revise your old prediction so that it takes in the new details you’ve learned.  

Parts of the story where students will make predictions:

(pg 8) after first paragraph—What do you think is wrong?

(pg 9) after last paragraph—Will Probe Central let them release their cargo?

(pg 10) after “What is it?” (bottom of page)—What do you think Keifer’s idea is?

(pg 12) after last paragraph—Do you think the sail will work?

(pg 14) after last paragraph—Do you think they will survive?

Three words that I think you might be unfamiliar with are “probe” (pg 8), “titanium” (pg 9), and “pioneer” (pg 11).  Let’s go to those pages one at a time and see if we can figure out what they might mean based off the context clues in the story. 

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers revise predictions as they learn about new events in the text.

· TEACHING POINT SKILL: We’ll get back together as a whole group and share our predictions that we made as we read the story and also discuss how we had to change our predictions as new events entered the story.
