- Have you ever been lost in the dark?


- From the cover what do you think this story is about?

Summary- We are going to meet a boy name Brad. Brad gets lost in the dark. Let’s find out what happens to him!

Good readers inference. 

I predict that Brad will be found because they sent a search-and-rescue team.


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

Foreshadowing/Predicting/Inferring

- What do you think will happen next?


- What clues did the text give you that helped you predict?


- Tomorrow we will find out what happens!
