Book Introduction:  Today we will be starting a new book called Love, Ruby Lavender by Deborah Wiles.  This book is about a girl named Ruby.  Ruby and Miss Eula usually get into all kinds of silly trouble together.  However, Miss Eula is taking a trip to Hawaii to visit her new grandbaby and she’ll be gone for several weeks.  Ruby is really worried about what she’ll do without Miss Eula around.

Chapter 1:  In this chapter let’s start by looking at the map of the town.  This will help you picture where the buildings are located.  The first chapter starts with a newspaper article about some chickens going to slaughter, which means they are going to be someone’s dinner.  Miss Eula and Ruby decide to save them.  Today in your reading you will find out what they do.
