Is there anyone here who likes to stare at the moon?  What do you notice about the moon?  Are there any questions you wonder about the moon?   
In today’s lesson, we’ll be reading about a boy who remembers when man first walked on the moon (July 16, 1969).  He also recalls his memories of growing up during the Space Age.   The text will closely cover the Apollo 11 space mission to the moon.  As you read, write down the important information you’re learning about the Apollo 11 mission.
