Rembrandt Van Rijn, a famous Dutch painter, lived during a time when artists made people look perfect in their portraits.  But Rembrandt was more interested in realistic pictures than he was in perfection.  He painted people exactly the way they looked, wrinkles and all.  He also experimented with using light in his work to create dramatic scenes filled with action.  Enjoy this book as you learn about Rembrandt’s life and his many accomplishments.      

Is this book fiction or nonfiction?  How can you tell?  What are some of the features you see that tell you this book is nonfiction.  (Look at table of contents, important dates, words to know)  Look at the table of contents. What are some things you’re going to learn about Rembrandt in this book?

Today we’re going to read the first three sections.  The first part, Rembrandt van Rijn, tells about the type of paintings Rembrandt did.  In the next section you’ll be reading about Rembrandt when he was young.  In the third section, you’ll read about a special technique Rembrandt is known for.  Let’s go to pg. 9 to look at that title.  (Use “words to know” section for a pronunciation key)  Read to find out what chiaroscuro is and how Rembrandt used it in his paintings.

Readers search for information in the graphics.  

As you read today, search for information in Rembrandt’s paintings that connect to the text.  Try to find evidence of his artistic techniques as described in the text. Don’t forget to read the captions under the pictures!

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

What did you learn about Rembrandt?

What made Rembrandt’s painting different from other painters of his time?

What did Rembrandt learn as an apprentice?

What can you infer about Rembrandt’s religious beliefs based on his paintings?

How did Rembrandt work with light in his art? 

Return to teaching point- Did you find anything in the pictures that was mentioned in the text?  What about Bible stories or chiaroscuro?

What did we learn yesterday about Rembrandt?

Today you will learn about some of the paintings that made Rembrandt famous.  He was known for his etchings (pictures made on metal plates and covered with ink to make prints). You will also learn more about Rembrandt’s family life today.  Remember when Rembrandt was an apprentice?  Rembrandt became famous enough to have his own apprentices.  Pay attention to how they helped the artist.

If you could meet Rembrandt, what question(s) would you ask him?
