Book Introduction: This is a book about an eleven year old girl named Galadriel “Gilly” Hopkins.  Gilly struggles with her longings and fears of always being a foster child.  Throughout her time in foster care, she has been in several homes, for one reason or another.  Gilly is known for being unmanageable as she schemes against anyone who tries to be kind to her.          

Chapter 1:   In this chapter, Gilly moves in with a new foster family, Maime Trotter, a widow, and her foster son William Ernest Teague.  Gilly is pleased by how she handles their first meeting.  She decides that she may not like where she’s living, but as long as she is in charge, she can handle it.  Read to find out what happens as Gilly meets her new foster family.

Before we introduce Chapter 2, let’s review what we read in Chapter 1.  (retell)

Chapter 2:   In this chapter, Gilly starts to settle into her new home.  Gilly meets Mrs. Trotter’s next door neighbor, Mr. Randolph, when she is asked to bring him over to the house for supper.  Mr. Randolph is a blind, elderly, black man who joins Mrs. Trotter and William Ernest every night for supper.  Gilly’s attitude towards her new foster home and Mr. Randolph is less than positive.  She thinks herself “too good” for her current circumstances despite the kindness being shown by everyone.

Continue to focus on the characters of the story.  Ask yourself:  What am I learning about the characters through their dialogue, thoughts, and actions?

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.

Chapter 3:  In this chapter, Gilly starts her new school.  She meets her new teacher, Miss Harris.  Later, Gilly runs into a problem at recess with some boys.  Read to find out what happens.

Readers notice quotation marks around character’s dialogue.   A character’s thoughts are usually in italic print, but not in this book.  The reader has to pay attention to what Gilly is actually saying in contrast to what she is thinking.  It’s difficult with this particular text to distinguish between the two because of the author’s style of writing.  Readers, pay close attention to the quotion marks (“  ”) as you read.

(She wanted to bring attention to her messy hair, to see if Mrs. Trotter would ask her to comb it.  

Mrs. Trotter gives William Ernest a lot of attention before he goes to school and Gilly wanted to see if Mrs. Trotter would do the same for her.)

Can you infer what Gilly thinks of her teacher, Miss Harris and her principal, Mr. Evans?

Can you infer what they possibly think of her?  

Why do you think Gilly wants her teacher to call her Gilly, but she prefers Miss Ellis call her Galadriel?
What did you learn about Gilly Hopkins in this chapter? (She isn’t afraid to get in trouble on the first 
day of school.  She is very athletic, because she outran the boys and made several baskets.)

When Gilly gets home from school she is surprised to receive a postcard from someone important to her.  Read to find out who send the postcard and how Gilly reacts to receiving it.

She starts to look through them and stumbles across something that catches her eye, something she needs.  Read to find out what Gilly finds and the decision she makes.

Later, because her plan gets interrupted, she thinks of yet another plan to get back inside Mr. Randolph’s house.   Mrs. Trotter’s dusty house inspires her to find the perfect excuse.  Read to find out what Gilly is up to now.
