Day 1: Pages 4-17

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

· Why did Penn want land in America?

· Why did the author include the flow chart on page 11? How does it help you? Did any other text features help you as you read today?
· Explain the government that Penn set up in Pennsylvania. How is his government similar to what we have today?

Writing Connection (optional):
Imagine you are William Penn and you are trying to get people to come to North America with you. Write a letter explaining what your colony will be like and why they should come.

Day 2: Pages 18-end
