This book is titled Life in the Oceans. Let’s turn to the table of contents and look at the topics that we will be learning about. What interests you the most? Today we will be reading pages 1-15. Let’s look at the headings so that we can see the main ideas that will be covered. (Talk about what will be covered). We will be making a FQR chart. This chart will help us with all the information that we will be learning. As you read, write down three facts you learned, a few questions and responses. I will model this. We will then share.

Readers stop and think as they read nonfiction. Today as you read, stop and think. Use your FQR chart to write down important facts, questions and responses you have. We will then share. 


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)

-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

Let’s look at your FQR charts and talk about them together.  One-thing readers do when they read a lot of information is they go back and reread. Let’s reread page 8-9. How are the oceans always on the move? 

Reread page 14 to yourself. How are sharks the perfect “killing machines?”

Do you have anything you are wondering about the ocean after our reading today?

Review topics that were read about in the first half of the book.  Do a little Question/Review session.  Today we are going to be reading pages 16-23.  Take a picture walk to see what new topics are going to be covered.  As students read, they are to be thinking about any experiences they have had with any of the animals or topics that they come across.  When finished reading, students need to write a paragraph discussing any relevance they have with the topics.  As students are finishing up, they will have a chance to share.

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy: 

    connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Readers often connect with the text that they are reading.  As a students reads, they need to relate the information to events that they have experienced in their lives.  They need to write a paragraph discussing these events.


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.

Review topics that were read in the non-fiction part of the book.  Do a little Question/Review session.  Before the mini-lesson, have student take the true/false quiz at the back of the book.  Give copies, since the answers are labeled on the bottom of the book page.  When quizzes are finished, start the lesson.

Today we are going to be reading pages Dakuwaca Fights for His Life at the end of the book.  Take a picture walk to guess what the story is about.  Ask whether it is fiction or non-fiction.  As students read, they are to be thinking about any stories that may be passed down in their family.  Talk about how different cultures have shared the same stories for many years.  When finished reading, students need to write a paragraph discussing any traditional story they might know.  At the end of the lesson, students will have a chance to share.

Have students talk about the traditional story in the book. What happened? What was the plot?
