Teaching Point: Readers analyze the plot of the story. (setting, characters, conflict, resolution) 

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

*Summarize plot (M)




*Discuss pictures (M)

*Unfamiliar book language/character names (S)
 
*Draw upon students’ experiences (M)

Darryl joins Greg and Sol for the ride of his life – a quad bike tour that involves a tough ride when Greg tells him, “Next stop, the water bog!”  Do you know what they mean by a quad bike?  (4 wheeler) Have you ever been on a wheeler before? 
Words/Text Layout:
· New or important words (V) accelerator 8 massive 11 rut 17
· Unusual aspect of text layout (V)

Intentional Teaching Point (refer to flip chart):
As you read today, remember to analyze the plot of the story. What is going on? How do the character’s act? What problems do they have? How do they solve their problems? 

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding 

and provide specific feedback.


After Reading: (8-10 min.)

· Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

Describe the setting, characters, conflicts, and resolutions. 
· Discussion Questions
Why is Darryl scared? Why did Sol and Greg take Darryl to the shed? Why does he need gear? What kinds of gear are they putting on? 
What parts did they show Darryl on the quad? How does Darryl feel at the end of the chapter 1? 

Chap 2 – What is the last items that the boys need before they take off? What does Darryl need to learn before he goes anywhere? 12 Where did the boys head out to?  Why do you think granddad followed them? 
Chapter 3 – Why was Darryl glad he had on his special clothes, gloves, and helmet? 

What problem does Darryl encounter? How? 15 Why are the 4 wheelers unusual? Why are they quiet? 

Chapter 4 Why are the engines steaming?  

Chapter 5 – How does Darryl feel now (beginning, middle, end of chapter)? What does “cruising mean?”

Chapter 6 ? What do they do after the finished their ride?  Why is grandad praising Greg? 

Writing Connection: What is a dream that you have that you always wanted to do? Would you like to mudding like that on a wheeler? Why or why not?  Write 3 safety tips for when riding a four wheeler. (Doesn’t have to be from the book. They can come up with some from their background knowledge.)
