Pages 1-8:  We’re going to be reading a book about hurricanes.  What do you already know about hurricanes?  Where to most hurricanes happen?  Can we have a hurricane around here, why or why not?  What makes a storm a hurricane?  In other words, when is a storm classified as a hurricane?  How do meteorologists track hurricanes?  These are some of the questions that we be finding answer to as we read this text.  Let’s take a look at the table of contents and see what other topics we’re going to be reading about.  In our first section, “flying into the heart of the storm,” what are you predicting this section will be about?

-How do people prepare for a hurricane? 

-One page 16, it says, “If the hurricane moves away from land after an evacuation is ordered, people will have suffered great hardships.”  What does that mean?  What hardships?  What impact could this have on future evacuation orders?

Writing Connection (optional):

What would you be thinking if you were there and told to evacuate?  What would your priorities be?  What would you take with you?  What would you leave behind?  Why?

-What conditions exist for there to be a blizzard?  What if we just had snow?  Just wind?
