Book Introduction:  Today we are going to start reading a nonfiction book called Hurricane Katrina.  This book gives information about how hurricanes form and what happened before and after Hurricane Katrina.  Turn to the Table of Contents page at the beginning of the book.  What else will you be reading about in this book?  
Day One:  Today we will be reading the first two sections of the book.  The sections that you read today will give you information about the devastation of Hurricane Katrina and about how hurricanes form.

Readers use text features to better understand what they are reading.  While we are reading this book, we are going to be studying text features.  One text feature that we already mentioned is the Table of Contents.  Another text feature is bold words which we will be looking at today.  Bold words are very important words in a section.  Two of the words I introduced to you already are bold words.  During your reading today, I want you to record any bold words you find and their page numbers.  Also, write down what you think the words mean.


During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.

Yesterday we talked about how readers use text features to better understand what they are reading.  Three text features we have already mentioned are the Table of Contents, bold words, and glossary.  Today, we will be looking at text boxes.  Text boxes are boxes of text that give additional information to the reader about the topic on the page.  It is important to not skip those boxes because they give us valuable information.  Let’s look back at the reading from yesterday to find text boxes.  Turn to page 4.  Where is the text box on that page?  Now look at page 5.  Where is the text box on that page?  While you are reading today, I want you to write down what you learn from at least two text boxes and write down their page numbers.

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy:

Yesterday we started to talk about how readers use text features to better understand what they are reading.  Four text features we have already mentioned are the Table of Contents, bold words, glossary and text boxes.  Today, we will be looking at pictures and captions.  A picture gives us a visual of what the author has written about and a caption explains what the picture is about.  Let’s look back at the reading from yesterday to find a picture and caption.  Turn to page 14.  What is the picture and caption about on that page?  While you are reading today, I want you to write down what you learn from at least two pictures and captions.  Don’t forget to write down their page numbers too.

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy:

We have already studied five text features.  What are those text features?  Today, we will be looking at headings.  Headings tell the reader what a specific section on a page is about.  Headings are like a summary or a main idea of a section.  Let’s look back at the reading from yesterday to find an example of a heading.  Turn to page 18.  The heading on that page is Plucked from rooftops.  What will this section be about?  Let’s reread this section and write down two facts from this section.  These facts are supporting details.  While you are reading today, I want you to write down three headings you find and two facts or supporting details that you read in those sections.  Don’t forget to write down the page numbers.

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.

The diagrams you will look at are on pages 30 and 31.  While you are reading today, I want you to describe at least one of the diagrams you find.  Write about how that diagram helps you to understand the text better.

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.
