Day 1: Pages 1-12
This book contains a variety of poems. There is a lot of figurative language in the poems. What is figurative language? Why types of figurative language are you familiar with? Let’s start by looking at the front cover and the table of contents to get a better idea of what we’ll be learning about.

One thing that good readers do is to visualize. Let’s start by reviewing what it means to visualize. Now you will read pages 2-12. You will stop, twice, to make and record visualizations. (You may choose to have students record their visualizations on post-it notes, or in reading journals. They could express them in words, or they could draw pictures of what they visualized.) 

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

-Invite students to share the visualizations that they recorded. 
-What does it mean when it says “the house began to speak”?
-Explain how someone could be “hypnotized” by the television.

-Why do you think the author chose to use big and bold on page 8?

-What does the text say that kids did before tv?
