Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

Our story today is set in the future when cars no longer run on fossil fuels.  Do you know what fossil fuels are? In our story a boy named Miguel is visiting his grandfather, Papi, with his mother.  Miguel’s grandfather lives on a prairie and used to make his living drilling for oil on his land.  Miguel’s mother and grandfather do not get along very well and so Miguel doesn’t get to see his grandfather very often.   When he does it’s like taking a trip back in time.  
Words/Text Layout:


*New or important words (V)  “mix about as well as water and oil” (2),  rioting plants (4), vintage (7)

Suggested Teaching Point (Behaviors to Notice and Support) or focus on a Comprehension Strategy:

Readers infer the theme of a story.  As you read think about what the author wants us to learn. 

During Reading: (10-15 min.)

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.


After Reading:  (8-10 min.)


*Discuss the story



-clarify confusion, revisiting parts of the text that posed problems for readers



-acknowledge partially correct responses, seeking to understand students’ perspectives


*Connect discussion to the teaching point and/or a comprehension strategy (see above)

1.  Describe Papi’s house.  What unusual things does Miguel find there?

2. Why didn’t Miguel see his grandfather often?  Why is he visiting him now?

3. What did Miguel’s mother and Papi disagree about?
4. How do you think Miguel’s mother felt when she saw that her father was making alternative fuel?

5. Describe the event that was the catalyst for Papi and Miguel’s mother to put their differences aside?

6. What would you say the theme of this story is?
7. Is “The Oil Feud” and good title for this book?  Why?
