Day 1: Pages 1-7

One thing that good readers do is summarize as they read. Let’s start by sharing ways to summarize. (Main idea and three supporting details, beginning-middle-end, etc…) (Students will summarize their reading. You might choose to have students record their summaries on post-it notes or in journals.) Now you will read pages 2-7. Be sure to summarize after you finish reading.

Students silently read the text. You may choose to listen to a few students whisper read the text, if reading fluency is a concern. While students are silently reading, you can start another group or conference with students who are independently reading.
