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CHAPTER 5.00 - STUDENTS

VALEDICTORIAN, SALUTATORIAN, CLASS  RANK
5.23
Candidates for high school valedictorian and salutatorian must be eligible to graduate with an advanced diploma.  The valedictorian shall be the student with the highest numerical grade point average (GPA) in all courses taken in grade nine through first semester of grade twelve.  The salutatorian shall be the student with the second highest GPA in all courses taken in grade nine through the first semester of grade 12.  
A student who transfers to Wilcox County from a high school accredited at the same level and whose course requirements for graduation are comparable may be eligible for valedictorian or salutatorian.  

Graduating students will be ranked with students pursuing the same diploma (advanced or standard).  The ranking for each diploma will indicate where the student placed in relation to the total number of students receiving the diploma.

Elementary schools and middle schools in the Wilcox County School System may establish, publish and implement awards and honors programs to recognize student academic achievement.  
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
