    Selkirk School District would like to 
thank the North Pend Oreille Valley Lions 
Club for funding Mr. Schott’s metals class 
project pictured above. Students in the class 
cut and welded rebar in the shape of an “S” 
and filled it with rock donated by Dawson 
Construction.  Our new “S” sits on a con-
crete pad at the south entrance of the Selkirk 
High School driveway.  Funding this project 
is just one of many ways that the NPOV 
Lions Club and other community organiza-
tions support Selkirk students each year!  

     New landscaping additions continue at Selkirk 
High School after the removal of the tennis court. 
Structural deterioration of the court wall and long-term 
safety concerns prompted the change. The parking 
lot was also enlarged and fenced during the summer 
project. A picnic area was then created on the cement 
slab between the parking area and the football field.

      2017 test scores 
are on the right. Cells 
in yellow indicate that 
student scores surpassed 
the state average.  Cells 
in white are areas where 
we need to look at cur-
riculum, instruction, and 
student learning traits.  
Because our class sizes 
are small, there is some 
variation by year.  How-
ever, as in past years, Selkirk stands tall around the

above state average in 14, and around the region we had the top scores in 11 
areas.

Pesticide Notification, 
Posting, 

and Record Keeping
          The Selkirk School District Board of Directors’ Policy 
# 6985 governs the use of pesticides on school grounds and in 
school facilities for the following pests:  bees, wasps, hornets, 
ants, lice, weeds, and rodents.  
          Notification of use of pesticides will be posted for 24 hours 
after use of the application and 48 hours prior to the application.  
However, if the site is unoccupied by students and staff for two 
consecutive days after application, then pre-notification will not 
be made.  All notifications will contain the following information:

Product name
Date & Time of application

Location where applied
Pest to be controlled
Contact information

           Notifications will be placed in the main office of each 
building where the application occurred.  The district will also 
maintain a registry of interested persons wishing to be notified by 
email of pesticide applications.  Please contact the district office 
at the number below if you wish to be included on the registry.  A 
copy of the district’s policy or of the annual reporting of all pesti-
cide applications can be accessed by contacting the district office 
at (509) 446-2951 or by emailing dmathews@selkirk.k12.wa.us 
and requesting a copy.   Copy fees may apply.

The Washington State Department of Health requires all public water systems to perform periodic tests 
on their drinking water.  In 2017, the drinking water at the high school was tested for Volatile Organic 
Chemicals (VOC’s), nitrate, lead and copper.    The test for VOC’s checked sixty one chemical com-
pounds.  All of the VOC test results were well below the trigger levels.   Below are the test results for 
nitrate, lead and copper.  A mg/L is equivalent to a part per million.

2017 Annual Public Notice Asbestos Hazard 
Emergency Response Act (AHERA)

    In compliance with the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Asbestos Hazard Emergency Act (AHERA), Selkirk 
School District contracted with Educational Service District 101 of Spokane, Washington to conduct the Three-Year Asbestos 
Reinspection of all school buildings. During November 2015, an EPA accredited asbestos Inspector and Management Planner 
performed the required inspection, reassessed each category of asbestos containing building materials (ACBM) and noted any 
significant changes from the 1989,  1992, 1995, 1998, 2001, 2004, 2007, 2010 and 2013 inspections.  Reinspection will assist 
the school district in the process of safely managing each ACBM within our district. A 2015 inspection was made to put us on 
the same schedule at the other two school districts in the county and forward inspections will continue to be every three years. 
As a result of the 2015 AHERA 2-year reinspection the following known or assumed asbestos containing building materials 
(ACBMs) have been identified in the following buildings.  All ACBM listed below were found to be in good condition and are 
being continually maintained in accordance with all Washington State and Federal laws.

     On October 25th the 4th grade went on their annual 
field trip to the Spokane Symphony thanks to funding 
from  Selkirk Humanities Foundation. The concert is 
made available to all fourth grade students in the Inland 
Northwest. While in Spokane they also took in the Mo-
bius Science Center.
