Each of the recipients will each 

receive a $200.00 scholarship and becomes eligible to complete for a $2000 scholarship and a 

trip to Anaheim, California. 

 

Students should consider how the Equal Protection Clause applies in high schools, colleges and 

graduate schools, whether in admissions, classrooms or on athletic fields. Individual students can 

express their thoughts and ideas in an essay of between 500 and 1,000 words. Individuals and 

teams of up to three students can produce a 3-5 minute video on the theme.

3) Discuss the important role of the Judicial Branch in preserving the rights of Americans to
