     This letter is going out as a reminder of how the School District of La Farge Meal  Program operates.  The district uses an automated lunch accounting system to record food service payment into your family account, and to record daily breakfast and lunch transactions for each child in your family.  You can check your family’s account at any time on the school’s website.  Go to www.lafarge.k12.wi.us , click on the Skyward icon, enter your username and password to login.  If you do not have your username and password, you can contact Patty in the main office (625-2400) for this information.  
     All students have a choice at breakfast of a meal or milk only.  A meal consists of an entrée, juice or fruit, and milk.  For lunch, students have a choice of the main entrée with their regular lunch or milk only. The Middle/High School students are given an extra entrée option when available.  Additional milks are also available for an additional charge.  

  ** Please Note:  La Farge School is participating in the Universal Free Breakfast Program again this year, which means that breakfast is free for all students. The costs for lunch are as follows:     If your family’s income qualifies your children to receive free  meals, there is no charge, if they qualify for reduced meals, the price is $0.40 per meal.   If you do not qualify for free or reduced meals, the regular lunch prices are:

You can make payments to your family’s food service account in the administrative office or the main office, or by sending in a check.  An easy way to remember lunch payments is to pay weekly or monthly.  Per week price per child is: Prek - 5th is $12.25  and 6th- High School is $13.50.             
    Parents/Guardians are expected to maintain their family’s account in a positive status. Families with negative account balances will be notified by phone and/or email from our automated Skylert system.  School Board policy states that students may be served alternative lunches when negative Food Service account balances are chronic or severe.
     Our goal is to operate a financially sound Child Nutrition Program that promotes healthy lifestyles by serving nutritious and tasty meals.
