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· Students or staff who present with one or more of the following COVID-like symptoms will be sent home

· Fever equal to or greater than 100.4, headache, cough, shortness of breath, sore throat, vomiting, diarrhea, and abdominal pain.  Some individuals (mostly adults) may present with new loss of taste or smell, congestion, nausea, fatigue, and muscle or body aches.  

· Students or staff who are sent home due to the presence of COVID-like symptom(s) will have the following options for return to school:

· Negative COVID-19 test and no known exposure to a confirmed or probable case and fever free for 24 hours without fever-reducing medication.  
· Physician documentation of an alternative diagnosis and no known exposure to a confirmed case.
· Return after 10 days from the date of the first symptom if no symptoms remaining. The student or staff member must be free of fever for 24 hours without the use of fever-reducing medication.
· If a student is sent home with COVID-like symptoms then all other students that reside in the same household will be sent home regardless of whether they are exhibiting symptoms.

· Students or staff who have a confirmed COVID-19 test or probable case (meaning they are symptomatic and can be traced to a known case) may return to school after:

· Completing 10 calendar days of isolation from the date of the first symptom and be fever-free for 24 hours without the use of fever-reducing medications and other symptoms have improved.

· Students or staff who have close contact (within 6 feet cumulatively for 15 minutes) with a confirmed case of COVID-19 will be required to quarantine for 14 days. The 14 days could be extended in the event additional exposure occurs after the initiation of quarantine.  Testing is suggested.
· Students or staff who present to school with symptoms will not be given access into the building.

· Students who present during school hours will be escorted to the designated isolation room to await pick-up. Students will be supervised while in the isolation room.  Parents should make a PLAN to pick up their child as soon as possible, such as an emergency contact person.

· Student’s parent/guardian or staff are asked to report any COVID-19 testing results to the school nurse ASAP.  The local health department will contact families if a positive COVID-19 test is found in a student or employee based on the guidelines and contact tracing.  
· ISBE and IDPH recommends that all symptomatic claims be assessed by the school nurse, in consultation with the local health department, before making a final decision to exclude students and employees from school based on their guidelines.
