DISCIPLINE REVIEW

In closed session, the Board reviewed the following discipline case.

Case #17-010:  Student #2100004744 and the student’s parents appeared at the hearing.  Testimony was provided by the parties.  Superintendent Robert Rankin stated his recommendation.  Christie McElroy moved to accept the superintendent’s recommendation to place Student #2100004744 in FOCUS as Group C under expulsion umbrella; to transport student to FOCUS by bus, parent/guardian or approved non-student adult; to ban student from all campuses and school functions; that if student receives a referral from bus or school, student will immediately be expelled for remainder of 2016-2017 school year; and if student chooses not to attend FOCUS, student shall be expelled from all Gilchrist County public schools for remainder of 2016-2017 and all of 2017-2018.  Susan Owens seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.
CITIZEN INPUT/DELEGATIONS

Several community members appeared before the Board regarding the naming of the fields.  Concern was expressed by one of the community members as to the lack of community input in reaching the decision to name the fields and question was raised as to whether board policy and procedure had been followed.  Chair Michelle Walker-Crawford assured those present that policy and procedure was followed.  No further action was necessary.
JULY BOARD MEETING

Christie McElroy moved to set the time for the meeting scheduled on Monday, July 24, 2017 at 9:00 AM.  The motion was seconded by Gina Geiger.  Unanimous approval was rendered by the Board.

2016-2017 SCHOOL CALENDAR


The 2017-2018 School Calendar was presented.  Susan Owens moved to approve the 2017-2018 School Calendar.  Christie McElroy seconded.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

CONTROLLED OPEN ENROLLMENT


Information regarding controlled open enrollment was presented.  It was requested that one Pre-K student and one grade 5 student at Bell Elementary School and two Pre-K students and four grade 5 students at Trenton Elementary School be approved as out-of-county students and that enforcement of the COE plan be delayed during transition years until the next 2018-2019 COE plan giving sufficient time for publicizing and giving parents time to make alternate plans.  Historical practice has been for out-of-county students in Pre-K to have to seek out-of-county approval prior to entering Kindergarten.  However, students have not had to re-apply for out-of-county approval when transitioning to one of the middle/high schools.  Gina Geiger moved to approve the controlled open enrollment request.  Deen Lancaster seconded the motion.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

TRANSFER APPLICATIONS


Superintendent Robert Rankin presented out of county student transfer applications.  Deen Lancaster moved to approve a grade 3 student from Dixie County to Bell Elementary School, a grade 7 student from Levy County to Trenton Middle/High School, and a grade 12 student from Suwannee County to Bell High School.  The motion was seconded by Christie McElroy.  Board approval was unanimous.
