The motion was seconded by Susan Owens.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

REPORTS
Various reports were given.  Board member Christie McElroy arrived at 4:32 PM.  Reports continued.  
For good cause, Chair Michelle Walker-Crawford added #9.  Bell Property Purchase to the agenda.  Deen Lancaster moved, with Christie McElroy seconding, to approve amending the agenda.  Unanimous approval was rendered by the Board.  Deen Lancaster then moved to approve moving forward with the closing on the Bell property at the contracted price of $70,000.00 and to set the closing as soon as possible.  Gina Geiger seconded.  Board approval was unanimous.

DISCIPLINARY REVIEWS
In closed session, the Board conducted the following disciplinary reviews.
In Case #17-011 Student #2118010078 and the student’s mother were present.  Testimony was presented by the parties.  Superintendent Robert Rankin stated his recommendation.  Deen Lancaster moved to approve the superintendent’s recommendation of time served; that the student may return to regular classes on May 03, 2017and that the student must write a 1,000 word essay on the effects of drinking and driving to be turned in to the principal by May 12, 2017.  The motion was seconded by Christie McElroy.  Board approval was unanimous.
Case #17-012:  The student and the student’s mother attended the hearing.  After hearing 

Testimony, Superintendent Robert Rankin gave his recommendation.  Christie McElroy moved to approve time served; that Student #2100006071 may return to regular classes on May 03, 2017; and that the student must write a 1,000 word essay on the effects of drinking while driving to be turned in to the principal by May 12, 2017.  Ms. McElroy’s motion was seconded by Susan Owens.  Approval was unanimous. 
Case #17-013 was heard in Open Session at the request of the parents.  Attending the hearing was the student, the mother and members of the public.  The parties presented testimony.  Superintendent Robert Rankin then shared his recommendation.  Christie McElroy moved to approve time served; that Student #2100006268 may return to regular classes on May 03, 2017; that student must write a 1,000 word essay on the effects of drinking while driving to be turned in to the principal by May 12, 2017; and that the student must turn in the track uniform to the principal by May 12, 2017.  The motion was seconded by Susan Owens.  Unanimous approval was rendered by the Board.
The Board returned to Closed Session to hear the following case.  In Case #17-014,   Student #2100008429 and the student’s parents attended the hearing.  Testimony was presented.  Superintendent Robert Rankin gave his recommendation.  Christie McElroy moved, with Gina Geiger seconding, to accept the superintendent’s recommendation to place the student in FOCUS under the expulsion umbrella for the remainder of the 2016-2017 SY; to transport the student to the FOCUS site by bus, parent/guardian or approved non-student adult; to ban student from all campuses and school functions for the remainder of this school year; that student will be able to participate in the graduation ceremony and practice on May 26, 2017, contingent upon meeting graduation requirements; that student must write a 1,000 word essay on the effects of drinking while driving to be turned to the principal by May 12, 2017; that student must turn in track uniform to principal by May 12, 2017; and that if student chooses not to attend FOCUS, the student shall be expelled from all Gilchrist County public schools for the remainder of 2016-2017 and all of 2017-2018.  Approval was unanimous.
Case #17-015:  Student #2100008389 and the student’s father were present for the hearing.  After hearing testimony from all parties, Superintendent Robert Rankin made his recommendation.  Christie McElroy moved to expel Student #2100008389 from all public schools and buses in Gilchrist County for remainder of 2016-2017 SY; that student may apply for readmission before 2017-2018 SY; and to ban the student from all Gilchrist County school campuses and functions during the expulsion period.  The motion was seconded by Susan Owens.  Board approval was unanimous.
In Case #17-016, Student #2100007638 and the student’s parents attended the hearing.  After hearing testimony and the recommendation of Superintendent Robert Rankin, Deen Lancaster moved to place student #2100007638 in FOCUS as Group C student under expulsion umbrella; that student shall be transported to FOCUS site by bus, parent/guardian or approved non-student adult; that student is banned from all campuses and school functions; and that if student chooses not to attend FOCUS, student shall be expelled from all Gilchrist county public schools for remainder of 2016-2017.  Mr. Lancaster’s motion was seconded by Christie McElroy.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

There being no further business, the Board adjourned at 7:15 PM.
