DISCIPLINARY REVIEWS
In closed session, the Board conducted the following disciplinary reviews.

Case #16-003:  Student #2100007035 and the student’s mother appeared before the Board.  After reviewing the file and hearing testimony from the parties, Superintendent Robert Rankin gave his recommendation.  Julie Thomas moved to place Student #2100007035  in FOCUS as Group C under the  expulsion umbrella; to transport the student to FOCUS site by bus, parent/guardian or approved non-student adult; that Student shall submit to random drug tests and must seek drug counseling at parent/guardian expense; to ban Student from all campuses and school functions; that if Student chooses not to attend FOCUS, Student shall be expelled from all Gilchrist County public schools for the remainder of 2016-2017 SY and that if Student exhibits behavior resulting in recommendation for suspension (from bus or school), Student shall immediately be expelled.  The motion was seconded by Deen Lancaster.  Approval of the Board was unanimous.

In Case #16-023 the student and the student’s mother attended the hearing.  Testimony was presented.  Superintendent Robert Rankin stated his recommendation.  Julie Thomas moved to place Student #2100008790 in FOCUS as Group C under the expulsion umbrella; to transport the Student to FOCUS site by bus, parent/guardian or approved non-student adult; to ban the Student from all campuses and school functions; that if Student exhibits behavior resulting in recommendation for suspension (from bus or school), Student shall immediately be expelled; and that if Student chooses not to attend FOCUS, Student shall be expelled from all Gilchrist County public schools for the 2016-2017 SY.  Christie McElroy seconded Ms. Thomas’ motion.  Board approval was unanimous.
