The regular meeting of the Board of Education of Greenview Community Unit School District No. 200 of Menard and Logan Counties, Illinois, was held Tuesday December 18, 2014 at 6:36 p.m. in the Greenview District Library within the boundaries of the District. Roll call was held with the following members present: Steve Phillips, Lenny Monroe, James Booth, Kevin Curry, and Kim Westervelt.
Absent: Mike Schurman and Rex Arkebauer
Administrators present: Janice Kunz and Ryan Heavner

The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
Curry made a motion to enter into Closed Session under 5ILCS 120/2c concerning

1) Personnel matters  9) Student Disciplinary Cases and  10) Matters related to individual students. Booth seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by voice vote.

The Board entered into closed session at 6:37 pm.

The Board returned from closed session at 9:46 pm.

Monroe made a motion to approve the minutes of Closed Session. Curry seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by voice vote.

The Consent Agenda consisting of the minutes of the November 18, 2014 regular meeting, November Imprest Fund, Treasurer’s Report, Investment Reports, Student Activity, and December bills were presented. Monroe moved to accept the consent agenda. Curry seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by roll call vote. 
Superintendent Kunz provided the following updates:

Building and Grounds:
Rick Ishmael has been handling the maintenance and some general housekeeping issues at the school working about ten hours per week.


No leaks have been reported.



The new custodian will begin January 5, 2015.

Transportation:

Gary Gaut Transportation Director and Bus Driver has a torn retina and is currently no able to drive a bus. Other drivers have been filling in for him.

Curriculum:

Superintendent Kunz attended an ERate conference regarding changes in the grant. The government is encouraging the use of WIFI/ Broad band. To that end, each school district can get $2150 per student towards the purchase of wiring/ equipment for this project. The Greenview  School District could potentially get up to $40,000.00. Zobiro gave the district a bid of $37,000.00 to update our wiring. This project is badly needed and it is encouraged to be done sooner rather than later because of the availability of government money. Form 470 has been started and is awaiting further information from Zobrio to make the bid more specific to fit into the grant. The district will also be able to take the cost of broadband internet out of the grant but that will be phased out as will Frontier telephone and WIFI costs.
Committee Meetings:


The Junior High went on a field trip to UIS to see the Christmas Carole. Mrs. Kolves organized this event.

Principal Heavner noted the following in his report:

The academic teams are starting for the year. Scholastic Bowl and WYSE teams are starting to prepare for their respective seasons.

The music program was very well done. It was great to see the performances and the student pulled together to cover all of the students that were out ill.

The School Improvement team has been working hard to get a strategic plan for the district to take shape.  A report will be made at the January board meeting.

The district is preparing for the PARCC test and students will be taking the five essentials test in spring 2015. Some of the information is still unsettled but we are being diligent and will be prepared while watching for updates.
Superintendent Kunz noted that closed session minutes prior to June 1, 2013 could be destroyed, the roof project was complete with a twenty year warrinty, and snow removal bids have received.

Superintendent Kunz updated the Board on Prairie State Insurance Cooperative’s proactive safety initiative. Snow cleats have been purchased for bus drives and maintenance to help prevent slipping on the ice.
Superintendent Kunz informed the Board that Salt Creek Academy will be closing at the end of the 2014-2015 school year, and that the Detachment and Annexation has been completed and has been received by Regional Office of Education. The Detachment and Annexation involves 1300 acres of land.

Superintendent Kunz spoke to the Board regarding the Debt Service Extension Base. Information was provided that detailed the effect on property taxes.   A discussion on the amount to request $200,000.00 or $300,000.00 was held.
Superintendent Kunz presented bids for snow removal , bus lease and retainer and fees for hiring Miller, Tracy, Braun, Funk, and Millet LTD Law Firm.
Superintendent Kunz proposed that the  a change in the referee salary for Junior Varsity Basketball. 
Westervelt made a motion to approve the expulsion student F415-24-16-98 for a period of one semester (balance for the 2014-2015 academic year), with the expulsion held in abeyance during attendance at alternative school, Salt Creek (recommendation should only be given if student and/or parents support the option to go to alternative school):
Expulsion for a period on one year ( 2015-2016 academic year),with the expulsion held in abeyance for a period of probation as Greenview High School. A signed expulsion in abeyance contract between student and parents and District administration; if successfully completed, expulsion withdrawn. Monroe seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by roll call vote.
Curry made a motion to Keep Closed Session Minute Closed and destroy the audio tapes of closed session dated prior to June 1, 2013. Booth seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by voice vote.
Booth made a motion to approve the Tax Levy for 2014. Westervelt seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Curry made a motion to set the Debt Service Extension Base at $300,000.00. Booth seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Westervelt made a motion to approve the hiring of Richard Ishmael as head of custodian and maintenance to begin January 5, 2015. Booth seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Monroe made a motion to approve a three year bus lease from Central States Buses for four buses with an annual lease of $58,672.35. To take deliver July 2015. Curry seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Westervelt made a motion to approve the bid for snow removal from Swaar Brothers. Booth seconded the motion and carried unanimously by roll call vote.
Curry made a motion to approve the hiring of the law firm Miller Tracy Braun, Funk, and Miller. Westervelt seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Westervelt made a motion to approve the increase in salary for Junior Varsity basketball referees from $42.00 to $47.00. Booth seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Curry made a motion to approve the Second Reading of Policies 7:10AP, 7:180, 7:185, 7:240, 7:240AP1, 4:170AP2, E3, 5:120AP2, 5:30. Westervelt seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by voice vote.
Monroe moved to adjourn at 11:04 p.m. Curry seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by voice vote. 
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
